The goal of this project was to create Canadian curriculum for International Adult Literacy Survey (IALS) Level 1 and 2 learners.  Because the OALCF is linked to Canada’s Essential Skills and loosely tied to IALS levels, these resources will have applicability across Canada.  

The task-based activities, while connected to each lesson in the Laubach Way to Reading series, can also be used as a stand-alone activity without the need for using the series.  Each activity is also posted on our website, as a free download.

PRACTITIONER GUIDE FOR LWR 1 TASK-BASED ACTIVITIES
The booklet provides practitioners with high interest activities that relate to the Laubach Way to Reading Series.  The goal is to produce task-based activities that have a “connection” to the lessons. The connection may be related to vocabulary or topics in the material.  The task-based activities are not necessarily related to the objectives of the lessons which are skill-based.  Not all learners will be interested in all activities.  They are simply meant to help practitioners and learners make connections between skills-based “in-class” learning and real life tasks they may encounter.  

Learners who are working through LWR Skill Book 1 may find some of the activities challenging as they may not yet have the foundational skills to complete the tasks.  Skills may need to be taught prior to having learners complete the activities.  In many cases the skills needed to complete the task-based activities will exceed the current ability of some learners and they may need support from the practitioner.

Inputs are provided with the activities.  The materials are meant to represent what a learner would encounter in the “real-world” as closely as possible while remaining as neutral as possible to ensure widespread applicability.  It is always best practice to use real material when engaging learners in task-based activities.  If you have access to local or “real” material that can be substituted – please do it!  The more relevant the material to the learner’s world, the more engaged they will be with the activity.

Most activities include a “new words” section to help the practitioner and learner understand what words have not been covered in the skill books.  Many of the words will be new for the learner.  Practitioners can use a variety of methods to introduce the words to the learners.  For example, flash cards or word matching exercises can be used to help introduce learners to new vocabulary.  Keep in mind that the task-based activities are focused on the task itself as opposed to providing the foundational skills building.  The practitioner needs to utilize his/her expertise to decide if a task-based activity is appropriate for a learner.

	Activity Introduction 

This task-based activity uses a fish food label and the text from a website describing the contents. In Lesson 1 the word “fish” is introduced.  Discuss with the learner if they have ever had a pet fish before.  Discuss the importance of understanding labels because labels provide you with information about products.   Ask the learner if they have ever had any trouble reading a label before. 
New words 

Review the new words that are being introduced. Explain the meanings of the words to the learner.  Not all new words are in the new word list.  You may need to review additional words as the learner works though the activity.
Instructions 

Have the learner fill in their name and the date.  Have the learner complete the pre self-assessment. Read the product description over with the learner and then ask them the questions that follow. They can answer the questions orally.  When they have completed the activity have the learner complete the post self-assessment.  To increase the complexity of this task-based activity you can have the learner read the material independently and record their answers in writing.  Adjust the descriptors as necessary.  After the learner has completed the task-based activity complete the assessment section and review the results with the learner.

	Activity Introduction 

This task-based activity uses a laundry symbol table and a laundry label from a karate uniform.  In Lesson 2 the girl and the man are doing karate.  When you do karate you usually wear a uniform.  Discuss with the learner that you need to take care of the uniform. Most clothing that you buy has a label that tells you how to care for it. The label will usually have symbols and instructions.
New words 

Review the new words that are being introduced. Explain the meanings of the words to the learner.  Not all new words are in the new word list.  You may need to review additional words as the learner works though the activity.
Instructions 

Have the learner fill in their name and the date.  Have the learner complete the pre self-assessment. Review the information in the laundry symbol table with the learner.  Have the learner review the label that follows and answer the questions.  When they have completed the activity have the learner complete the post self-assessment. After the learner has completed the task-based activity complete the assessment section and review the results with the learner.

	Activity Introduction 

This task-based activity uses a variety of different public bathroom signs.  Some of the signs include vocabulary, and some are pictorial. Lesson 3 involves a campsite. Discuss where you encounter public washroom signs such as at a campground or a restaurant.  Ask the learner if they have ever encountered a sign they weren’t sure of.  Explain that different symbols or words can be used to represent men and women.  For example, an image of a male deer and a female deer may be used to indicate a male and female washroom.

Review the new words that are being introduced. Explain the meanings of the words to the learner.  Not all new words are in the new word list.  You may need to review additional words as the learner works though the activity.
Instructions 

Have the learner fill in their name and the date.  Have the learner complete the pre self-assessment. Have the learner look at each set of signs and circle the sign that indicates the men’s bathroom.  When they have completed the activity have the learner complete the post self-assessment. After the learner has completed the task-based activity complete the assessment section and review the results with the learner.

	Activity Introduction 

This task-based activity uses a checklist for common poisonous household items. 
In Lesson 3 a snake is introduced.  Many people are afraid of snakes as they think they are venomous or poisonous. Discuss with the learner how likely it is that they would encounter a venomous snake.   Discuss how we encounter poisonous substances every day in our own homes.  Explain that in this activity they will be using a checklist, which is an example of a document. Have the learner complete the pre self-assessment. 
New words 

Review the new words that are being introduced. Explain the meanings of the words to the learner.  Not all new words are in the new word list.  You may need to review additional words as the learner works though the activity.
Instructions 

Have the learner fill in their name and the date.  Have the learner complete the pre self-assessment. Review the safe home checklist with the learner.  Make sure they understand all of the terms used.  Have them complete the safe home checklist. Encourage them to set a short-term goal of using the safe home checklist to make sure they have stored all the poisonous products in their house safely. When they have completed the activity have the learner complete the post self-assessment. After the learner has completed the task-based activity complete the assessment section and review the results with the learner.

· Use a dictionary to define unfamiliar words on the checklist or on products that they found in their home.

	Activity Introduction 

In this task-based activity a pictogram of how to cook an egg is used. In Lesson 4 the term “egg” is one of the new words introduced. Discuss the fact that pictorial instructions are often used in simple cooking or for assembly of things such as furniture.  Ask the learner if they have ever bought a product with pictorial instructions. Have the learner complete the pre self-assessment.
New words 

This activity is based on a pictorial diagram so no new words are introduced.  However, the learner may identify new words as they complete the activity. Explain the meanings of the words to the learner.  
Instructions 

Have the learner fill in their name and the date.  Have the learner complete the pre self-assessment. Discuss the steps depicted in the pictogram to cook an egg.  Have the learner write a point form description for each step.  If the learner is not comfortable writing a description the activity can be done orally. After the learner has completed the task-based activity complete the assessment section and review the results with the learner.

	Activity Introduction 

This task-based activity uses a directory for a department store.  In Lesson 5 the learner is introduced to a shop and some of the items that you can purchase in a shop.  Discuss with the learner if they have ever been to a department store to make a purchase.  Ask them if they have ever tried to figure out where something is in a store using a directory.  Discuss the fact that store directories are usually organized alphabetically. Point out that not every item will be listed on a directory. 
New words 

Review the new words that are being introduced. Explain the meanings of the words to the learner.  Not all new words are in the new word list.  You may need to review additional words as the learner works though the activity.
Instructions 

Have the learner fill in their name and the date.  Have the learner complete the pre self-assessment. Have the learner look at the store directory to determine where they are most likely to find the items on their shopping list. When they have completed the activity have the learner complete the post self-assessment. After the learner has completed the task-based activity complete the assessment section and review the results with the learner.

Make sure they understand they are answering using numbers, not number words. After the learner has completed the task-based activity complete the assessment section and review the results with the learner.
